SOCI 1301 or PSYC 2301. 

 

MATH 1324 & 1325 should be taken by students seeking a Bachelor of Business Administration. Calculus I & II (Math 2313 & 2314 or 

2413 & 2414) should be taken by students planning to major in Biology, Computer Science, Earth Science, Geology or Mathematics.
